(Swaybar in development) Position mount at the bottom of frame as shown

Make sure that before beginning this installation, the 2" Body Lifts are already installed. Measuring
from the HD Coil Spring Towers, forward, make a mark on the frame at 11-1/4" (measurement taken
from top part of frame as shown). Place shock mount on the frame. Then center mark the three
holes for drilling. Remove shock frame mount. Using 1/2" drill bit, drill through both sides of frame.
Place shock frame mount in place, insert bolts and tighten with included hardware. Duplicate this
procedure for opposite side.

Be cautious of drilling and welding around fuel lines, electrical wiring, and other components.
Take needed measures to moving these components prior to installation of this kit.

LIMITED WARRANTY

James Duff Incorporated warrants our products to the original purchaser to be free from defects in materials and workmanship. Warranty periods begin at the date of purchase and varies
by product. Shocks have a limited lifetime warranty. Headers, Radiators, and Suspension Products have a one year warranty. Power Brake boosters and Master cylinders have a three year warranty.
Adapters and soft goods such as Canvas tops, upholstery, vinyl and rubber products have a 90 day warranty. All warranties are to the original purchaser with proof of purchase only. Such obligations
under this warranty shall be limited to the repair or replacement, at JDI's discretion, of any assembly or part which upon examination by JDI proves to be defective. Any costs of removal, installation,
reinstallation or freight charges are expressly excluded from this warranty. This warranty covers only manufacturers' defects, and does not cover product finish or damage resulting from abuse, misuse,
negligence, racing, alteration, accident or damage in transit.
